The student who needs 

tutoring is usually struggling in some area, and the teachers request peer tutors to help their stu-

dents who need a  little extra help given by another peer who cares. Itõs a great win-win situation.  

LES Ambassadors  are a service -oriented group of 5th graders who help with  various pro-

jects throughout the year.  They help with registration, Kindergarten lunch at the beginning of the 

year, give tours of the school to prospective parents and students, help with Career Day, and any-

thing else that is needed.  They apply for the job at the end of their 4th grade year by writing an 

essay, and their teacher also needs to give them a recommendation.
