Counselor’s Corner

Ten Homework Tips

1.Let them know that homework is important and valuable.

2.Have a set regular time each day for homework. Allow them some extra time to unwind for the day.

3.Be sure your child is always equipped: notebooks, pencils, books, etc.

4.Help your child to be organized. Make use of the agenda book.

5.Make sure your child has a quiet clean place to do their homework.

6.Help with distractions such as the TV.

7.Help them with answers to questions, and review them after they have studied. BE SURE TO MAKE HOMEWORK 

THEIR RESPONSIBILITY. This helps them prepare for careers in their lives.

8.Check the homework, but don’t correct it for them. It may be something that the teacher needs to reteach

them.

9.Make sure that you address any comments that the teacher has made on papers positive or negative. 

10. If a homework problem arises, contact the teacher to see if he/she can help you. In turn, this will help you help 

your child.

Notify members of general 
assembly meetings.  Responsible for all correspondences.

Treasurer M̧aintain custody of all PTA funds.  Keep a full and accurate account of receipts and expenditures.  Ensure renewal of insurance policies.  Present financial report at 
all board and general membership meetings.  Coordinates with CPA for audit purposes.  Ensures proper forms are filed with IRS.

1stVP ProgramsP̧ropose and set up topics for programs for PTA meetings.  Arrange speakers for meetings.  Coordinate Founders½ Day Program.  Presides over meetings in the 
absence of the President.

2ndVP MembershipÇonduct membership drive.  Compile membership list.  Distribute membership cards.  Responsible for filing proper reports to state and county (computer 
required m̧ember entry via web)

3rdVP Ways & Means Ŗesponsible for organizing and coordinating with the Principal and local unit for all fundraising events. (1 in the fall & 1 in the spring).  
This can be filled by two individuals; one will organize the fall and the other the spring event.

4thVP Health & SafetyÇoordinate the safety Poster Contest; Work with guidance councilors½ to organize school-wide service projects.

5thVP Publicity Çompile, edit, produce and distribute a monthly newsletter regarding PTA and School activities.  Responsible for issuing pressreleases to the news and local 
newspapers.  If there is not a calendar coordinator or Webmaster, you will be responsible for those duties as well.

6thVP Parental Involvement Çoordinate parent volunteers.  Send out volunteer request forms.  Enter information into ºHelp Counter».  Send volunteer listto committee chairs.

Coordinate Angel Tree and the Thanksgiving and Christmas 
baskets.  Coordinate Box Tops/Tyson/Campbell½s program.

Student Recognition Coordinator Ŗesponsible for soliciting donations and providing incentive cards to students with outstanding report cards.
Playground Committee Coordinator Çontinue to work towards the completion of the LES playground.
Clinic Coordinator Şet up and maintain schedule of daily volunteer clinic workers.  Keep the clinic stocked with needed supplies.
Webmaster Ḑesign, organize and update the LES PTA website.
Calendar Coordinator Ŗesponsible for compiling, printing and distribute the calendar to LES families.
Room Parent Coordinator O̧versees all areas that relate to responsibilities associated with room parents.  Organize a room parent handbook.  Lead an orientation meeting 
early September & another in January to cover spring events.
